TAKING UP ARMS FOR THE BATTLE OF PRESTONPANS

This weekend’s Battle of Prestonpans anniversary event is now the biggest Jacobite battle re-enactment in Scotland.

It will attract re-enactors from all over the UK, ready to take part in the packed programme of displays at Cuthill Park in Prestonpans.  

On both Saturday 24 and Sunday 25 September the living history encampment will be open at the park between 11am – 4.30pm.  A full schedule of displays and demonstrations culminate in the main re-enactment of the battle each day at 3pm – complete with musket and cannon fire.

Entry is free, but donations towards the costs of staging the event are welcome.

The re-enactments are the highlight of a week of events to mark the 266th anniversary of the Battle of Prestonpans, where Bonnie Prince Charlie soundly defeated the government forces, on 21 September 1745.
Organised by the Battle of Prestonpans Heritage Trust, the re-enactments are part of a range of initiatives designed to raise awareness of the battle and promote the creatio0n of a permanent interpretation centre in Prestonpans.
