BIN LADEN – WANTED DEAD OR ALIVE IN PRESTONPANS
A political satire featuring Santa Claus in a Florida shopping mall gradually metamorphosing into Osama Bin Laden is set to get audiences in Prestonpans talking.

Wanted Dead or Alive is written and performed by award-winning playwright Andrew Dallmeyer and is being staged at the Prestoungrange Gothenburg in Prestonpans on Sunday 14 December and Sunday 21 December.

First performed at the Edinburgh Festival in 2003, this one-man play has been highly critically acclaimed, although it has also proved controversial, with abuse and death-threats directed at Dallmeyer from people who had not taken the trouble to actually see it.

As the play opens a jovial Santa is talking to American children in his shopping centre grotto.  But as it unfolds he becomes increasingly degusted at their greed – a characteristic that he sees pervading American society.  

He becomes more and more vitriolic and anti-American and it becomes apparent that there is an altogether different character underneath the Santa consume.

The subject matter is funny as well as challenging, but Andrew Dallmeyer’s aim is ultimately to make us think about and understand the underlying causes of the current fundamentalist terrorism crisis.
