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BURRISS BURSARY TO FUND ART DECO POSTERS COMPETITION

The annual £2,000 Burriss Bursary will this year take the form of a competition to design art deco posters showing the delights of the communities around Prestonpans.
In honour of the art deco Fowlers’ building demolished last year by Lidl, the bursary will this year be divided among the best 12 posters designed in the traditional art deco travel poster style.  

Subjects for the posters should include features and aspects of life in the communities from West Pans to Port Seton.  The winning posters will form the basis of a Three Harbours Calendar for 2011, with sale-proceeds going to the Prestoungrange Arts Festival.

The Burriss Bursary is funded by the Prestoungrange Arts Festivals and was started in 2004 to encourage local artists to created work with a relevance to the heritage of the area around Prestonpans.
First prize for this year’s competition is £600, second prize £300, third £200, with the next nine runners up receiving £100 each.  Entrants should register with the Prestoungrange Arts Festival by 1 July 2010 and must submit their entry by 31 August.  The calendars are due to go on sale from October.
