in Winnipeg  with a total of 500 murals.  As there is no one central group, for political reasons, Bob Buchanan runs a website which gives information on all 3 organisations.  

7.2      That not all the murals in Winnipeg are funded but are

community based.

7.3
By Judy Junger of KatiKati, New Zealand that they had developed a good relationship with a developer who would have to get environmental consent from the Group  before murals could be put on the walls.    They have a total of 7 murals.   

7.4
By John Dyer that in Sheffield anyone could put a mural on  a wall
but a by-law was passed that every muralist must have authority to put up a mural.   The initial plan must be approved first.
7.5 That Oriella had 150 themed banners which have all been 

numbered and catalogued which they hope to exchange with China and other countries every year.


Questioned:
7.1
By Bob Buchanan as to what constitutes a “Mural” and is a 

Banner a “Mural”.   In his opinion a “banner”   is still a “mural”. However the President pointed out that the word mural implies that the artwork in on a wall indeed of the wall. If one paints on canvas or boards even if the latter is attached to a wall, technically it is not a mural.  However, members globally readily accept that circumstances may occasionally dictate that ‘murals towns and cities’ in the Association use boards and canvases as the most effective way of creating their outdoor art galleries.
