Our Company accepts and pays the 1753 Impost of 2d Scots per pint as an integral component of the Prestoungrange Arts Festival. The legal heirs to three John Fowler’s Registered Marks, being Wee Heavy, Twelve Guinea Wee Heavy and 90/- Pale Ale, are in no manner whatever connected with our initiative thus pursued”.

This Company, which on no occasion have ever produced an ale using the name Fowler’s as an element of any description thereof, warrants hereby that it shall never do so except that BrewBrands SA has been consulted on the matter or, in the instance of the three Registered Marks above, under a properly agreed upon licence.

The single trading activity of this Company directly using the name Fowler’s is ‘Fowler’s School of Brewing’ being the activity for tutoring Fowler’s Fellows and Companions in the arts and the science of microbrewing.
