coverage in particular in the Edinburgh Evening News on the 

new Gothenburg work by Andrew Crummy.

3.2 That progress for the Cockenzie Power Station Mural

was slow as was the accompanying booklet, but the plans for launch have all been tabled and agreed when the moment arrives in association with a supplement to Brushstroke # 9.
