That draft assignments from Anne Taylor and Sylvia 
Burgess, and submissions by Adele Conn and Prestoungrange, 
will be reviewed in Ely Nevada with the Set Adviser, Dr Karl 

Schutz. Anne Taylor was exploring both the macro creation 
of databases via EPOS and the micro analyses of prototype
involvements using five individuals who have joined the Arts 
Festival and flourished within; Sylvia Burgess is evaluating 
funding issues; Adele Conn has completed her OOMCD 

and is now moving on to evaluate Loyalty Schemes; 
and Prestoungrange has completed his assignment on 
Economic Regenerative Benefits of Arts Programs - inter 
alia for presentation in Ely and will be moving next to a 

pictorial and evaluative history of the restoration of The 

Prestoungrange Gothenburg per se.
4.2 That those visiting Philadelphia en route, and all 

attending at Ely, will be tabling their reflections and learning as ALQ assignments; and Prestoungrange will be administering a questionnaire amongst attendees in Ely as input to 2006.

4.3 That the Annotated Global Literature Review on Murals 

to end 2002 is now ready and will be circulated at Ely as well as hung on the website.

4.4 That the other members of the Set are responsible for 

updating the search to end 2004 and Sylvia Burgess will be arranging an EBSCO search for selections by year end 2004.

Literature & Theatre etc. Action Group: Progress Report

Confirmed:

5.1
That initial discussions were being held re Tales of the 
Pans: Volume 2 but it still required detailed discussions; and  
the search for a Poet Laureate was notified in Brushstrokes # 9.
5.2
That the two Pans Fringe plays + theatre supper on 12th and 16th August had been very well received with over 140 tickets sold and that the experiment was clearly worth repeating in 2005 with say 4 or 5 plays presented for a single night, including a season ticket for the whole cycle. 



5.3
That funding for a Prestonpans Recipe Book and 

Community Sing-along Book at Christmas time were now 

available and potential authors should be identified.  The 

purpose of the Recipe Book is to promote our own Gothenburg 

Chef’s work but also to include local recipes he has monitored 

and commends for inclusion.
5.4 The Coffee Table Book for 2006 is in a state of 

aestivation, with a listing of intended art objects still the significant first step.

5.5 The creation of the Cockenzie Power Station being #19 

of the Historical Booklets seems to be nearing completion and provided it is received shortly will be an integral element in the unveiling of the new mural there by Andrew Crummy.

5.6 That Andrew Ralton’s study # 20 of Toll Roads etc. in
the area is expected to be published before Christmas.

5.7 That the Witchcraft study being led by Annemarie Allan 
will form the basis for the major celebrations in 2005 at 
Hallowe’en [and the re-enactment at the 2006 Global 
Conference], but a low key launch of the Remembrance 
approach assisted by Roy Pugh will be conducted as an Event 
for Hallowe’en 2004 – all this in the context of the newly 
agreed strategy to position Prestonpans as the Salem of 
Scotland i.e. a major Witch attraction.
5.8
That Graeme Cruickshank had agreed to act as Expert for the proposed 2007 Exhibition and Antiques Road Show for Prestonpans Pottery and that it had been formally adopted as the Arts Festival keynote event for 2007.

Brushstrokes # 10 + Supplements & Other Publications

That Brushstrokes # 9 has now appeared on schedule @
8pp + Legal Reports, along with the revised 2006 Brochure and 
the 2nd Edition of the Murals Trail booklet – for which Kristine 
Cunningham is to be greatly thanked.
6.2       That a Power Station/ Cockenzie Special 2pp including  
an Invitation to visit The Prestoungrange Gothenburg will be included when # 9 is circulated to Cockenzie residents for the first time after the Mural Unveiling pictures from Cockenzie. This Supplement will then appear in # 10 for Prestonpans residents as part of the 4 pp Autumn issue in mid October. 
6.3        That in association with East Lothian Life an 8pp

Advertorial Supplement is planned devoted exclusively to The Prestoungrange Gothenburg and for use as a general handout to potential Functions’ clients and in Grant Applications; and that Adele Conn and Kristine Cunningham are to liaise on this as a matter of urgency before end October and to appear if possible in the Winter issue of East Lothian Life.
6.4        That Case Histories were now becoming available from

the Applicator, Gillian Hart, and would be published as part of the PR backup literature for future applications.

6.5        Brushstrokes will appear again with 4pp issues in 2004 
as # 10 and # 11: the first in mid October foretelling inter alia our Hallowe’en Remembrance and the Cockenzie Mural story; the latter being the Christmas Special issued the second week of November – being the de facto Christmas card..

6.6        The first issue of Brushstrokes for 2005 will appear in 
the second week to foretell the Burns Celebrations and report on the Three Wise Men at Epiphany being 12th Night, and of course Memories of Christmas Past.

7.2 The search for a permanent home for Kate Hunter’s 

Salters continues unabated.

7.3 Murals framing on the foreshore and maintenance

throughout the stock now have high priorities.

That the portrait of Jim Forster is now completed and will be officially unveiled for hanging in the Staircase Gallery at a date to be yet agreed.

7.5       That a portrait of Prestoungrange and Lady 

Prestoungrange has been commissioned from Thomas Ewing for completion before Burns’ Night 2005.
7.6       That James Fairgreave, distinguished Panner, realist 

painter and Member of the Royal Scottish Academy, had visited at The Prestoungrange Gothenburg with his wife Margaret from Cockenzie, and Kate Hunter was seeking to co-ordinate an exhibition of his work in the Thomas Nelson Suite in 2005.
7.7       Art and Drawing Workshops continue to flourish with a 

2nd Exhibition planned at Christmas at The Gothenburg, yet 

there are important resource decisions required re studio space 
for 2005 - budget approval having been given at this juncture 
only for rolling month by month use of the Cockenzie Business 
Centre after December 31st when the current lease expires; it 
being hoped that additional Grant funding may be forthcoming.
7.8       That the Totem Pole action group led by Kristine 
Cunningham has now held meetings with Kenny Grieve 
and the Scottish National Museums Service and a pattern 
of activity to August 2006 has been identified as follows:
· Education Program on Totem Poles using SNM’s 

artefacts and resources [ autumn 2005] to

· Identify the historical themes to be carved employing 

the Historical Series volumes [in parallel autumn 2005]
· Locate and commence carving with First Nations 

guidance and linked sessions at The Prestoungrange

Gothenburg [finish by April 30th 2006]
· Arrange visits by interested groups whilst carving in 

Progress [January/ April 2006]
· Raising ceremony with Mayor of Chemainus/ North 

Cowichan in attendance at 6th Global Arts Conference

· Maintenance of poles into the future
