Reported:

That with effect from January 1st 2006 the Scottish 




Charity, Barons Courts of Prestoungrange & Dolphinstoun, 




would be transferring its contractual relationship to deliver the 




Arts Festival from Barons Courts [1998] to the new company 




established on October 26th 2005, namely Prestoungrange 




Arts Festival [2006], in preference to barons Courts [1998] 




which had undertaken this role since inception. [Mem&Arts 




appended].
2.2 That the Subscribers were inviting those who have been 

involved since 1998 in the Arts Festival to apply for membership of the new enterprise, for which a Guarantee of £10 and an annual subscription of £10 will be payable.

2.2 That as stated on the documentation, no later than 

February 28th 2006 elections for Arts Leaders to form the General Committee of the Prestoungrange Arts Festival [2006] would be arranged by the Secretary, Sylvia Burgess.

That to be elected as a Member of the Prestoungrange Arts Festival [2006] it was highly desirable as a precondition that the individual should already be/ become a Member of the Charity i.e. holding a GothCard, minimum contribution £1.

Initial and Continuing Funding of Arts Festival Activities
Reported:

3.1
That since 1998 the great majority of funding had 




arrived from the Barons and their friends and supporters in the 




creation of and marketing for the Global Murals Conference; 




but that this will be substantially reduced after August 2006.
3.2 That increasingly through the good offices of the

Applicator, Gillian Hart, external funding was being gained and that this was the most significant way forward.

3.3 That there were a number of continuous revenue 

streams also available to the Charity, from which the Arts Festival benefits including the 1753 Impost on ales brewed in the Baronies, the InterBrew Licence Agreement re Fowlers  name and brands; and the 10p per pint contribution from Scottish & Newcastle on ales supplied to the Prestoungrange Gothenburg.

3.4
That the East of Scotland Public House Limited traded under Gothenburg Principles and when surpluses emerged it was pledged to contribute them to the community including the Arts festival; but that such surpluses are unlikely before 2008/ 2009 and the Company’s lease at the Prestoungrange Gothenburg was only for 10 years in the first instance i.e. until 2014.
