Head Brewer’s Operational Report
Reported:

3.1
That new suppliers of malt had been less than

satisfactory with excessive foaming so the brewers have 

perforce to blend it off.
3.2 That fermentation had improved with the better weather although there had been a cooler system collapse – now seemingly fixed without damage being incurred.

3.3 That a new super chilled lager stocked at the 

Prestoungrange Gothenburg was making the real ales excessively cool but that no obvious remedy is to hand.

3.4 That 11 gallon casks were unpopular with pub 
customers so the large second hand stocks [80] acquired from Ian Turnbull re Fisherrow Brewery were substantially redundant.
Agreed:

3.1
That such quantities as can be sensibly used for brewery
tied outlets such as The Prestoungrange Gothenburg and 
GothOutdoors should be retained, but that the balance be 
disposed of as soon as convenient both to provide additional 
space for new 9 gallon casks and also a putative additional 
‘temperature controlled’ area for final fermentation as and 
when large wholesale orders materialise.

Scotland, where the judges were still giving consideration.

that good PR should be achievable and most importantly other Clubs and Pubs have shown willingness to stock the Prestonpans ales.

That promises were still being made of substantial

orders at Waverley now that their new warehouse is open, but 

patience is required notwithstanding orders from Mark Dade in 




Manchester and from Flying Furkin.

progress can be made as soon as a wholesaler/ retailer prepared to take stocks is identified.
