Discussions are due with Newbattle about future linkages but it was clear from this experience that much of the momentum came from PAF rather than the College and a realistic discussion about this needs to take place.
· Barga II – [Gillian Hart/ Hamish Moore] planned arts group to Barga May 2010 with associated Italian classes in preparation – and an application for support has been submitted to EL  Educational Trust.
· Aldhammer Suite by David Dorward  – [Carole Melrose] – successfully accomplished on June 13th with help of Edinburgh Philomusica with  chamber music concert who have indicated they would like to return again to the Pans.
