1.1     That these were a correct record.
2. Belfield Workshops & Action Plans
Reported:
2.1     That no response had been received to the letter to Alan Forsyth at ELC concerning the use of the Belfield Workshops as ‘Artists’ Workshops’ under the lease explaining what actually takes place; and that procuring sales is integral to the work of artists.

2.1     That the proposal by Adele Conn to enhance the 

Exhibition activities at Workshop #13A on behalf of the Arts Classes and other local artists, whilst still leaving requisite accommodation for Greg Dawson-Allen, the Scottish Arts Council funded Story Teller for the Battle Trust, was most desireable.

2.2     That Sylvia Burgess was still enquiring about the 
outrageous Water Rates being charged at £400 pa per 
Workshop and erroneous Electricity charges at #15A.

4.2     That the three ELIS Totem Poles had been dedicated in Cuthill Park during the 1745 Re-enactments after repainting by Tom Ewing, and were well appreciated.
4.3      That the Chairman of the Labour Club had met 
with Michael Jessing to discuss the pending mural to be painted on their walls to commemorate ‘miner’s contribution to the town’s heritage’; and it was expected to be executed in Spring 2010 with an official dedication that should assist the further progress of the Miner’s Statue in town.

4.4     That Patsy Seddon’s Musical Scores/ Legacy Concert for Davy Steele awaited her proposals.

Their Exhibition would be held earlier than July 23rd in 2010 to coincide with the putative Barga Exhibition and to avoid overlap with the Tapestry Parade . [Andrew Crummy/ Gillian Hart]
· Vera Hoban re Preston Lodge Cross Curricular Grant 2009/ 2010.  The theme is awaited. [Gillian Hart] 
· Prestoungrange Players – the new touring/ Fringe musical A Rich Seam, by Andrew Dallmeyer [Gillian Hart/ Ros Parkyn]. 
· Witch Trilogy 2010 – The Deil’s Craft – to continue as community theatre.
· Murals Restoration & Maintenance Programme 2010 [Andrew Crummy & colleagues] 
· Poetry from the Laureate – ongoing from John Lindsay
· Pandores Oyster Shells/ Mosaic [John Lindsay] – inspiration still awaited but following research by Stirling University it seemed likely that Pandores Oysters may still be present in the Forth..
· Mural website scripts – ongoing but requires firm co-ordination
· Group Tours – [Andrew Crummy] for the Prestonpans Experience 
· Newbattle Abbey/ Preston Lodge Chemistry Club -  Discussions are due with Newbattle about future linkages perhaps with soap/ sulphuric acid.
· Barga II – [Gillian Hart/ Hamish Moore] planned arts group to Barga May 2010  –  an application for support has been submitted to EL  Educational Trust
· Waggonway Conservation/ Interpretation – with the Battle Trust, an application to HLF will be submitted by end November [Darren Barker].

· Horticulture – Cockenzie & Port Seton have been asked if anything be done about Prestonpans in Bloom.
·  Queen Margaret University  - discussions to see if any project collaboration is appropriate/ Principal is Italian scholar.
