More Suggestions & Ideas from Out & Around – Dorie Wilkie
After the MidWay Workshop & Luncheon [March 24th 2010] and field visits to two groups,  I have been asked more questions about sewing certain shapes and hope the following suggestions inspire!  
We were and are constantly delighted by all your efforts and are really looking forward to beginning to connect panels as they come in.  Some of you have very large areas of horse to fill in and I have included a few close-up mages from the Bayeux tapestry, our original inspiration, for manes, tails  and heads.  
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Some panels have rows of trees and there are some lovely examples already on our web site but another idea would be to surface darn ie. Lay threads in blocks in different directions then weave on the surface some or all for density and texture.
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Some embroiderers are not sure whether to outline everything in black, and generally that is what we want to create definition, but another dark colour is acceptable and again examples from the Bayeux, showing legs outlined and filling stitches in laid work. Another technique to show contours  in fabric after couching the area top stitch in stem stitch as below.
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Nearly finally!  Some ideas for architectural features and a lovely cart although the ones we have seen sewn already have been beautifully worked!
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Finally, there have been a few mutterings about the number of stitches ‘allowed’ and yes originally we wanted minimal the main being stem, back, long and short, straight, chain, laid/couching sometimes with trellis work on top, and now there is chain, Quaker, bullion and French knots being used for Charlie’s locks!   Those who have smoke to stitch are using a loose herringbone stitch to create an effect but other than that I think it is best we keep limiting the variety to those for uniformity.
I hope you are all till enjoying stitching the panels.
